What:

Students MUST earn the 
food and not be given it freely. 

     -Students will bring the food item they earned to school during the THIRD WEEK of each 
 Month. 
     -Students will help prepare a food basket(s) and it will be donated to a local food bank or a 
 family-in-need from our own school community. 
     -Students are welcome to earn as much food as their parents allow.  Extras are always welcome.
